In Loving Service,

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One morning, early in 2004, I sleepily laid on my sofa watching the Today 

show. I heard Matt Lauer mention a website, BooksforSoldiers.com. He 

stated that it was a site you could access if you wanted to support our 

troops. I had been looking for a way to do this as, due to new security prac-

tices, writing a letter or sending a package to "Any Soldier" was no longer 

acceptable.  

  

A couple of days went by and I finally got to take a look at the website. I 

discovered that it is secular, and non-political, very important to me. Per-

fect! My purpose in supporting troops is to express my concern for them, 

and because I lived and worked in the Middle East for two years during the 

first Gulf War. I recall how disconnected I felt from friends and family, and 

how difficult it was to be without television, this was before the internet, 

and very little news from home. I read a lot while I was there and so I knew 

this would be a great way to go. 

  

I found it shocking, the conditions some soldiers were experiencing. Essen-

tially, a great many were dropped off in the middle of the desert with mini-

mal or no support or restocking of supplies. I have sent many packages to 

Iraq, Afghanistan, and even Kosovo, Korea, Africa, and other outposts. I 

send mostly to groups of soldiers who are in remote areas, away from sup-

port systems. Presently, this applies mostly to Afghanistan, to the troops 

who are traveling in the mountains along the border between Pakistan and 

Afghanistan, dealing with remaining Taliban and looking for Ossama Bin 

Laden.  

  

I thought I would be doing this for about six months, but here it is, four and 

a half years later, and still the manifested condition drags on. No matter. I 

have two full binders of letters I have received from soldiers I supported 

over this time. I wrote to two different troopers, one in Afghanistan and 

one in Iraq, over the entire time of their deployment. The soldier in Af-

ghanistan was from Hawaii. What a change for him. I saw his attitude and 

mental state change and become more stable, throughout the time we wrote 

to each other. I know we are all connected, and that my actions contribute 

to peace on earth. I extend my thanks to BooksforSoldiers, for the opportu-

nity to make an effective difference in so many lives.
